WHAT IS THIS PRODUCT?

TYPE The product is in the form of a debt instrument, governed by English law.

OBJECTIVES To provide conditional interest payments in return for the risk of loss of capital and interest upon the occurrence of Credit Events in
respect of ArcelorMittal SA, Ford Motor Co, Nordstrom Inc, Petroleo Brasileiro SA Petrobras, Rolls-Royce PLC and Xerox Corp or any
successors (the "Reference Entities").

How the return is determined:

Interest Rate: Unless a Credit Event occurs,a fixed rate of 5%.

Credit Events: Credit Events relate to the credit risk of the Reference Entity during a specified period (which may start before the Trade
Date) and include: Bankruptcy including forms of insolvency and resolution processes-[and] Failure to Pay in respect of qualifying debt
obligations.

Redemption on the Scheduled Maturity Date: You will receive the Nominal Amount on the Scheduled Maturity Date, subject
to a suspension as described below.
Payments may be suspended while a Credit Event is being considered. If it is ultimately determined no Credit Event occurred, suspended
amounts will be payable but after a possible substantial delay and without interest on due amounts for the deferral periods.

SUMMARY RISK INDICATOR
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The risk indicator assumes you keep the
product until 30 December 2025. The actual
risk can vary significantly if you cash in at an
Lower Risk Higher Risk early stage and you may get back less.
